Graham joined the Air Force in 1954 initially flying with No 1 Squadron, Tengah, 
Singapore.   This was followed by flying postings on Dakotas, Winjeels and Canberra 
Bombers.   He completed a tour in Vietnam with 2SQN after which he was awarded the 
DFC.  He was Commanding Officer No 2SQN, Defence Adviser New Zealand, and Officer 
Commanding RAAF Base East Sale. His final posting before his retirement in January 1986 
was Director General Manpower, Canberra. 

The contribution that Graham has made to The Australian Aviation Club over many years 
cannot be overstated.   Having run the Club single-handedly over the past few years his 
passing has left an enormous gap that will take many to fill, albeit none can replace him.
